Once in Albania, you will visit the historical town Krujé
with Kruja Fortress, Old Bazaar and museum of national
hero Skanderbeg. Accommodation in Tirana in later
afternoon/evening time, overnight.

DAY 5: TIRANA - BERAT B,L
